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Searching for Books in the Online Catalog
This guide is designed to help you:

· Learn some basic skills of academic library research and information seeking. 

· Know how to use the Alden Library Catalog.

· Locate works on the Industrial Revolution (1760 – 1850).

The Industrial Revolution had a major impact on all levels of society in the late 18th and early 19th centuries.  How people lived and worked changed significantly.  The changes that occurred during this period included agriculture, textile and metal manufacturing, transportation, economic policies and the social structure of England and the United States. 

For this assignment you will be searching for a variety of books.  Scholarly books are long enough to explore ideas in more depth and contain bibliographies which can be helpful for starting research and finding more information.  Books containing primary sources offer speeches, essays, news articles, and other materials produced during the period of 1760-1850.

Materials on the Industrial Revolution that students may wish to take home are located in the circulating collection in the Alden Library on the third floor of Harrington Learning Center. 

One way to look for books is to browse the collection in these call number areas:

D – 
History 

DA – 
Great Britain (economic, social conditions etc...)

HD – Industries. Land Use. Labor

This is a partial list.  A more direct way to identify books on a specific topic is to search the online catalog.  The Alden Library has an online catalog, a computerized finding tool that helps you find the books, journals, videos and other materials held in the Alden Library or the C/WMARS library network.  Once you know that a book is available here, you can tell where it is located.  If materials are not here but are in other libraries in our C/WMARS network, the catalog offers tools to locate and request those items.  Please feel free to ask the Reference Librarian for help.  Consulting with a librarian can save you valuable time in finding the information you need.

Begin your Search

Click on “Online Catalog” under Reference and Research Tools
You will see the screen below.  You are now ready to begin your search!
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As with any unfamiliar web page, notice the options provided for entering a search term (keyword, title, etc.), changing the search strategy, and customizing the way you use the catalog.  When results display, look for options to save, print, or email the results or request the item from another library.

Step One:  Search

There are several ways to search the Alden Library catalog. The most commonly used searches are Author, Title and Keyword.  Notice that the search screen offers a keyword search automatically.
How to Enter a Search

· Type the search word or words in the box.

· You can use capital letters or lower case—it does not matter which—but spelling, spacing, and punctuation do matter. 
· To search a term as a phrase, use quotation marks around two or more words.

· You do not need to use “and” when combining terms in a keyword search.

In this search we are looking for a book on the “Industrial Revolution.” 
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Use a keyword search when:

1. You do not know all the words in a title or subject heading or the exact name of an author.

2. There is no subject heading that matches your topic.

3. Your topic consists of more than one concept and you need to combine terms to search for all of them at once.

The Advanced Keyword search offers many ways to customize your search and will appear if you type in a name or term the database does not recognize.

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Step Two:  View a brief result list
 The result of the search is shown below, showing three of the 119 results.  The results are sorted by date, with the newest publications at the top of the list.

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Each record in the list is a citation, which means that each one shows the title of the book along with its author, publisher, date and place of publication.  The location, call# and status are also displayed.

Step Three:  View a detailed record

We shall take a look at record number 2 in more detail.  Click on the title of number 2 above, you will see the Full Display for that item (shown on the next page).  The terms you used to search are highlighted in red.  This detailed record may include chapter titles, giving you a table of contents.  You will also see subject headings assigned to the item.  Clicking on the subject heading will show you more items on the same topic.

The table of contents, a description of the item, or reviews may be available.  Use the “More Information” button to open a pop-up window that will show you to a screen like the one below.
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 Click on Summary.  You will see the summary shown here:
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Working Wamen, Literary Ladies explores the simuhaneous entry of
working-class women in the United States into wage-earming factory labor
and into opportunities for mental and literary development. It is the first
book to examine the fascinating exchange between the work and lterary
spheres for laboring wornen in the rapidly industrializing America of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. As women entered the public
sphere as workers, their opportunities for intellectual growth expanded,
even as those same opportunities were often tightly circumscribed by the
factory owners who were providing thern. These developments, both
institutional and personal, opened up a range of new possibilties for
working-class women that profoundly affected woren of al classes and
the larger social fabric. Cook exarnines the extraordinary and diverse
literary productions of these working woren, ranging from their first New
England magazine of belles lettres, The Lowell Offering, to Erma
Goldman's periodical, Mother Earth; from Lucy Larcorn's epic poern of
fernale factory lfe, An Idyl of Work, to Theresa Malkiel' fictional account
of sweatshop workers in New York, The Diary of a Shirtwaist Striker. This
vital new book traces the hopes and tensions generated by the
expectations of working-class women as they created a wholly new way
of being alive in the world





Step Four: Identify where to find the item
Look at the “Full Display” tab.  The top line indicates the Location, Call # (number), and Status of the book.
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On the book itself the call number will look like this:

Write down the call number to use in locating the book in the third floor library stacks.
Location and Status

An item that a student may check out will have a location of “Quinsigamond Stacks” and if it is available, its status will show “Check Shelves.”  If someone has already checked out the book, it will have the due date.   

To take the book home, bring it to the Circulation Desk on the second floor of the library.  You will need a current QCC ID with a library barcode on the back to borrow the book.  Circulation Desk staff will ask you to fill out a brief registration form and will give you a library barcode if you do not already have one.

The online catalog includes many types of materials, from instructional videos to Journals and Magazines to audio books for download.  For additional examples of locations and status, see the last two pages of this guide.

Step Five: Print, save to a list, export to e-mail

Use the browser’s print function to print out the information on the screen.
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Save the item to a list.
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View the list to Export or Request the book be sent to the Alden Library for you.
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Items saved to My List can be exported to e-mail, displayed, or printed. 

Subject Headings

Subject headings are used to group together resources on the same subject in a library.

The subject headings might look like this:

But peaple stopped rusting and reading newspapers before the invention ofthe
Intemet People, particularly in the United States, have problems with all sorts of authority, with or without the Internet.Its
reaction against cultural authority.

Finding materials in Reference and Reserve collections
Reference Collection: 
Reference materials, such as dictionaries, encyclopedias and handbooks, are useful for gathering background information, finding quick facts, learning definitions of unfamiliar words, and suggesting additional avenues to explore on a topic. 

Reference books are shelved in a special section of the library.  In the online catalog, their location is listed as “Quinsigamond Reference.”  
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Reference books cannot leave the library. Their status is LIB USE ONLY.  Labels on the spine of the book have “REF” before the call number.

Photocopiers are available in the Alden Library for your convenience.

Reserve Collection: 

Materials that might be used by a large number of people are placed on Reserve at the 2nd floor circulation desk.  They are identified by using the Course Reserves link on the main catalog search page.  You will need your QCC ID to use them.  These items can be used in the library for two hours at a time.
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Select either Course Reserves: by Instructor or Course Reserves: by Course Name.  If you choose by Course Name, enter QCC followed by a space and the 3-letter, 3-number course code.  Searches by Instructor do not require QCC before the name.  Simply type in the instructor’s last name.

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Click on Submit.  You will get a list of the books on reserve for your course. Ask for them by the professor and course at the circulation desk.

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Finding the online encyclopedia: Industrial Revolution Reference Library from the Alden Library web page

· Gale Virtual Reference Library may be accessed via the library’s home web page at 

http://www.qcc.mass.edu/library.  
To access the databases from off campus, you must have a library barcode.
· Click on Online Databases under Reference Research Tools 

· On the left hand side of the page, look for the Gale icon  under Links to Database Groups, and click on it. 
· You will see a list of the Gale databases, scroll down and click on Gale Virtual Reference Library.
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In the Gale Virtual Reference Library, you will see the screen below, with a search text box for you to enter your search terms. To limit your search to entries in the Industrial Revolution Reference Library only, you will want to click on the + next to History to get the list of history encyclopedias.  Then click on Industrial Revolution Reference Library. 
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Enter your keywords in the Search box. And click Go.
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Articles that match your keywords will display.  Hint:  when searching the Industrial Revolution Reference Library, do not use the term “Industrial Revolution.”  Since the encyclopedia specializes in the Industrial Revolution, almost every article will display.  You want to use the keywords that describe your focus or subtopic.
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You can use the links in the Tools box to get a copy of the citation and article (if it is available) by printing, emailing, or saving a copy.

Print Preview
-opens a new window with the article formatted for printing and launches a print dialog box for you to select a printer.
E-mail- allows you to e-mail the article to your personal E-mail account. (Remember to provide a clear subject line so you can identify your research documents in your E-mail list).

Download- allows you to save the article to a disk or USB drive on your computer.

Mark- click on the MARK checkbox above the title to add the article to your Marked list for later review or retrieval.  A folder titled Marked items will appear.  Open the folder by clicking on it to review, print or email your marked items.

The Citation Tools will also help you generate a reference for your bibliography.  If your professor asks for the reference list to be in MLA style, for example, the Citation Tool will format the author, title, and source information for that style.

Finding Books in Other Area Libraries

If you are unable to locate material in our library, you may expand your search in the library’s online catalog to include some or all of the libraries in the Central region.  You will be searching over 1.8 million books, videos, e-books, and other e-media items. 



When you find a book you need, you can place an online request.  In essence you are asking the library that has the information you need to deliver the item to QCC. 

This is a free service available to all QCC faculty, staff and students who have a valid QCC ID card and have registered at the circulation desk. 

Status Messages
When a status of “Due,” “Missing,” or “Billed” appears, the item is not available.  The next step is to request the item from another library.  You can use the options to search “All Central MA Libraries” and place a request yourself, or ask a Reference Librarian or a staff member at the Circulation Desk to help you request the item from another library.

All Central MA Libraries

Many kinds of items are available in other CWMARS libraries.  This book by Maya Angelou is performed as an audio recording (a book on tape/CD).  Its location is Southbridge Adult (which suggests that it can be checked out there with a C/WMARS public library barcode or requested for delivery at Alden Library using your Alden Library barcode).
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Anyone with an active library account can use the barcode on the back of the QCC ID to request that the item be delivered here.

Any Southbridge campus student with an active public library account can use that number or barcode to request that QCC books as well as public library books be delivered to the Jacob Edwards Library in Southbridge (or any other public library they prefer to use).

To find out if one of the academic libraries in Worcester has a title you want, you will need to do a search in WorldCat.  Once again you will be able to place a request for the book to be delivered to the Alden Library.
