When this is applicable: If you are taking or plan to take any Blackboard/WebCT courses, you 
should prevent your home computer from automatically updating JAVA. Blackboard/WebCT is 
not compatible with many versions of JAVA.

loads slowly so you will need to wait a minute or two.
